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TESSELLATION EXHIBIT
Today, we learned about tessellations.  If you recall, a tessellation is an arrangement of repeated, closed shapes that completely cover a surface, without overlaps or gaps.  Sometimes only one shape is used in a tessellation.  Sometimes two or more shapes are used.  
You used the “National Library of Virtual Manipulatives: Tessellations” website today and created a variety of tessellations.  Now, you’re going to draw your own tessellations.  Read the directions below to help you configure (construct) your unique tessellation.

Directions: 

1. You are going to create a tessellation.

2. This tessellation must be unique.  

3. You are going to draw a tessellation of using any of the following: triangles, squares, hexagons, or octagons.

4. You must draw your tessellation using protractors, straightedges, compasses, or a ruler.

5. You must color in your tessellation.  You must use at least 2 different colors.

6. The tessellation must fill in the entire page (use 8 ½  by 11 paper).

7. You must also include a paragraph to go along with your tessellation.  

8. You must include in your paragraph: the name(s) of the polygons that are in your tessellation, the measures of the individual angles of each polygon, the sum of the angles of each polygon, and why you chose the polygon(s) that you did.


***If you use two polygons throughout your tessellation, then you must 
include the angle measures of polygons and the sum of the angles of each 
polygon.

9.  Finally, you must fill out a rubric and turn it in with your tessellation.
